They 
also collaborate with other offices on campus such as, the Office of Violence and Substance Abuse Prevention, the 
Office of Residence and Greek Life Campus Alcohol Board, and the Office of Campus Activities.  They also work with 
the Central’s Campus Alcohol Board providing student feedback on policies and issues concerning the university and 
alcohol.  

This summer the Office of Violence and Substance Abuse Prevention (VSAP) received the $99,000 U.S. Department of 
Education grant to work with Greek Life and the Warrensburg community.  GAMMA has been a strong partner and key 
part in helping VSAP promote responsible drinking and convey the messages 
of the U.S. Department of Education Grant.
