This application is for students who are unable to participate in the commencement ceremony of their degree 

completion term and would like to participate in a later commencement ceremony within one calendar year 

after degree conferral date.  For example, if you completed your degree in May 2022, you are eligible to 

“walk late” in either December 2022 or May 2023. 

 

You may only submit this form once and may not change your “walk late” date after submission. 
 

This application will only be accepted for students who have already applied and been approved for 

graduation.  If you have not yet applied for graduation, please do so first.  It will take 2-3 weeks to receive the 

review of your graduation application.  After you have received the results of your graduation application you 

may proceed with this application.   

 

Students whose requests are approved will be charged a non-refundable $50 “walk late” fee per semester 

after the term of degree conferral.  

 

UCM offers two commencement ceremonies per year, May and December.  Per UCM policy, students are 

invited to participate in the graduation ceremony offered at the end of their last term of coursework.  Students 

graduating in the summer semester are included in the May commencement ceremony.  Summer 

graduates who prefer to “walk late” in the December ceremony following their graduation and any fall or spring 

graduates applying to walk in a later term should fill out this form.
